First Quarter: September – November 2022

Back to God’s Reality is the theme chosen for this church year for our children. We thought it a necessary platform from which to introduce our children to the incredible plan of God for their lives. 	At the end of this session the children will be able to:-
- Explain how humanity broke God’s trust 

- Tell their understanding of the word “Trust”

- Discuss how God trusted Adam and Eve and whether God can trust them

-Explain/share/understand that God trusts us to be obedient and to be true to Him but He provides us with the help we need to trust Him.

3
	God’s Trusted Servant: Abraham
	At the end of this session the children will be able to:-
-tell the two main changes Abraham had to make when God chose him

-discuss how they felt or would feel if they had to move to a new community, parish or country to live.

-explain how  important it is to have/exercise faith in and obedience to God.

-discuss how they think Abram possibly felt when God gave him the instruction to leave his father’s house at the age He did.

- tell what they think God’s intentions were for humanity through Abram (relate to Jesus Revealed and how we sing Father Abraham - “I am one of them, and so are you”)

	The Lord promised Abram that He would give him all the land he could see in addition to blessing his seed forever. Scholars believe that it is important to point out the fact that the Lord said “seed” as opposed to “seeds”. This seed, they put forward, is the Son of God, Jesus.  

Abraham was promised that he would have a son, Isaac, through whose lineage our Saviour has come. 

Abraham, though old, accepted the promises of God and remained faithful to Him. As a direct consequence of his obedience and faithfulness, Abraham received God's promises and his “seed” was born to become the Saviour of the world.
